* High-value datasets available for re-use, in particular 3D datasets, including for conducting scientific
research, preservation and restoration purposes, re-use by the cultural and creative sector

» Allow stakeholders of the wider cultural sector to further enlarge, use and benefit from this data space.

* Numerous digital opportunities for the public, ranging from virtual visits to museums, libraries,
galleries and heritage sites to history reconstruction and education;
