The recipients of your personal data will be authorised staff of HaDEA, its contractor (see 

above) and the Commission in charge of the organisation and follow-up of the event, and, if 

required, authorised staff of bodies in charge of monitoring or inspection tasks in application of 

Union or national law (e.g. internal audit services, the European Prosecutor (EPPO),  Court of 

Auditors, European Anti-fraud Office (OLAF), law enforcement bodies).    

Your personal data will not be transferred to third countries or international organisations.
