« EXxisting eIDAS regulation had substantial shortcomings including barriers to cross-border
authenticationin the private sector and when using mobile devices

* Only 16 Member states implemented the recognition of elDs in a cross-border context covering
14% of public service providers

« To address these shortcomings, the Commission proposed a revision of the current eIDAS
regulation to propose a European Digital Identity Framework

» Obligation on member states to provide a European Digital Identity (EUDI) Wallets to all users who want to
use them, with users in control of the data provided by the wallet to public/private services

« Europe’s Digital Decade sets an ambitious target of four out of five EU citizens using
Digital Identities by 2030 which preserve their right to privacy and data protection, whilst
empowering them to exercise their freedoms in the digital realm

« Ongoing work on the proposal for a EUDI framework is currently taking place along two
strands;

« Legislative - The revision of the eIDAS regulation is currently going through the legislative
process with the European Parliament and the European Council with interinstitutional
negotiations ongoing

« Technical - Building on the proposal for a EUDI Framework, the Commission and member
states adopted a Recommendation for common Union toolbox which sets out a
